1. All artists must be residents of the South Burnett and Cherbourg Council areas to
enter.

2. All work must be delivered to the gallery no later than 3pm on Sunday 17th Sept.
No late entries accepted.

3. Entries must be the original and unaided work of the entrant, completed in the
last two years and not won a prize in any other art competition

4. There is a limit of two entries per artist in each section.

5. All reasonable care will be taken but the Wondai Regional Art Gallery accepts no
responsibility for loss or damage.

6. Competitors shall allow their work to be photographed without fee for the
publicity and documenting purposes.

7. All Artwork must be for sale. (Childrens entries do not need to be for sale.)

8. All artwork must be ready to hang. Only D type hangers with strong wire will be
accepted; no open hooks, staples or blu tak.

9. A 20% commission will be charged on all sales. This shall be deducted from the
sale price on the entry form.

10. No artwork should exceed 110cm in width.

11. No Article of work is to be removed from the gallery until the end of the month
without consultation with and approval by the co-ordinator.

12. All artwork will need to be picked up from gallery by 3pm Sunday 29" October.
13. All financial transactions pertaining to art sales must be made through the
gallery account. Receipts must be issued for all such transactions.

14. The gallery management reserves the right to refuse any art deemed to be not
of an acceptable standard.

15. A label must be completed (artist, title of painting, medium, price & section
number) and attached to the top, back, left hand corner of the art work. Label
should be approx. 10cm x 8cm.

16. The winning artist of the acquisitive must provide South Burnett Regional
Council with a CV/Artist Statement to be kept on record for information on their art
collection.
